You may ask, why Charlotte? Why not Charlotte! There are needs to be met everywhere. The Charlotte camp meets several prerequisites: it's far enough to be an away adventure but close enough for us to drive to (since we need to use our vehicles to get to the work sites), it still has availability to reserve spots, the dates do not conflict with other parish (VBS) and Archdiocesan (High-LI) events that occur over the summer, and it has a fun option for our "free day." 

The schedule for the week:
Sunday: Depart from Seton Parking lot in the early morning
Monday - Thursday: Work at the various sites during the day; program activities in the evening
Friday: "Free Day" at Caro Winds Amusement Park, www.carowinds.com
Saturday: Return home

Most of the site work we will be doing is with the City of Charlotte and an interdenominational 

agency which cares primarily for the elderly and poor.  We could also be helping agencies that do food service, working at a home for abused women and children, nursing homes, etc.  You can find out more about the Charlotte site by visiting the CHWC site: http://heartworkcamp.com/cities/Charlotte/Charlotte,NC.htm
We need to provide 1 adult (21 and older) chaperone for every 5 youth attending. If males and females are attending, we need at least one male chaperone to attend. Besides helping with driving, every adult is assigned to a work site. Adults are part of the overall team. Adults work side by side with the young people in accomplishing the work projects. Adults supervise their own parish young people during the free time and programs (i.e. concerts, Mass, prayer time, etc.). All adults must have completed STAND training and paperwork to attend.
