FIRST EUCHARIST

IMMEDIATE PREPARATION PROCESS

WHO:
Children who have indicated a willingness to participate in the preparation and to receive the sacrament with a reverence appropriate to his/her age.

WHEN:
When a child is able to

-
understand and distinguish between ordinary bread and Eucharist

-
relate to Jesus as one who loves and cares

-
understand church affiliation

HOW:
The parish provides a catechetical program and a series of meetings to assist parents in successfully carrying out their responsibility to prepare children for Eucharist.

Of all the sacraments, the Eucharist is the one that is celebrated most often.  Our sharing in the Eucharist completes our process of incorporation into the Church and brings about a closer union with Christ and with all the members of the believing Church.

The Eucharist is, at once, a sacrifice, a sacrament, and a sacred meal.  Even as the Eucharist reveals God's love, it causes God's love to be experienced and shared within the worshipping community.  Just as ordinary food is converted into physical energy, the Eucharist nourishes the continual journey of the believer toward oneness in God.

The Sacrament of the Eucharist is indeed a sacred coming together, an intimate solidarity with God and one another.
