Winter Relief for the Homeless
In our last bulletin, we mentioned that we were preparing outlines of the duties for each functional area so that volunteers could see what their responsibilities will be and the time required. Below are the duties for the preparation and clean-up for the "Cooking Crews."   

COOKING CREW VOLUNTEERS
Coordinator - Barbara Emden, (410) 721-5770, X223
A crew can consist of a family, group or individuals. 4-6 people are all that is needed in the kitchen.
DUTIES: 
Arrival time for preparing breakfast is 6:00 AM; evening meal is 5:00 PM 
· Sign up for the day(s) and meal(s) you wish to prepare (Dinner, Breakfast) 

· Choose your menu and give it to Barbara Emden (we don't want to duplicate meals) 

· Purchase all food items for the meal you will be preparing (All paper goods, drinks, snacks and deserts 
will be 
taken care of) 

· Prepare meal at home and bring to Seton's Kitchen for warming and serving (Large foil pans can be 
picked up from 
Barbara for your use) 

· Meals should be sufficient to feed 40 people 

· All food can be heated and then put in warming trays in kitchen 

· We will serve meal through the kitchen 'pass-through' 

· Crew will put out the drinks and make sure all supplies are out and ready for meal; turn on coffee and hot 
water, check supplies on coffee table (sugar, cream, tea bags, stirrers, and cups) 

· Put out desert and plates (guests can help themselves) 

· Please plan on eating and visiting with our guests 

· Cleanup: wash and stack all dishes, silverware and any other items used 

· Shut off all appliances 

· Properly store any leftovers in refrigerator (label containers) 

· Sweep and mop the kitchen floor 

· Wipe out sinks and clean countertops 

· Check that evening snacks are out - if breakfast, put out lunches for guest to take with them 

· Collect and put all trash in the dumpster, line trashcans 

· Let Barbara know if supplies are low 

KITCHEN RULES 

· No children under the age of 15 allowed in kitchen - All children must be supervised  

· No guests allowed in the kitchen - if they come in, ask them what they need and get it for them 
· Food crews and Winter Relief Committee member only in the kitchen 
· All food handlers must wear gloves 
· Instructions for using equipment will be demonstrated and most equipment has directions on them - if you 
don't know how to use something, please ask 
· All supplies will be in kitchen for your use - if supplies are running low, please notify Barbara Emden 
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KITCHEN CLEANUP CHECK LIST 
· Turn off ovens and warming trays, clean up spills from appliances 

· Wash all dishes and utensils and stack for next meal 

· Wash and put away any items used 

· Tablecloths need to be wiped or replaced 

· Clean out coffeepot and prepare new pot for next meal- check coffee table for supplies, replenish if 
necessary 

· Label and put away all leftover food 

· All countertops, refrigerators and sinks need to be wiped cleaned (all supplies are on the back shelf) 

· Remove all trash from kitchen and parish center and put in dumpster, line trashcans with new bags 

· Sweep and mop kitchen floor (supplies in the kitchen) 

· Vacuum Parish Center dining area 

· Check that all appliances are turned off, turn off lights and lock kitchen door

Next week, we will publish the volunteer duties for the Facilities setup and breakdown, Bag Lunches, Evening, and Laundry  functional areas.
Volunteer sign ups  are scheduled after all the masses on the weekends  of September 12th, 19th and 26th.
Please join us in this ministry and take advantage of this opportunity to come together to share our belief in God's love. For guests, it is to give life-saving shelter to the homeless during the cold/freezing/snowy winter months and to show them God's love in simple, practical ways during time together. For volunteers of the sheltering churches, it is a time to share with them the blessings of a broader, deeper faith through our serving society's poor and homeless in a dignified, supportive and respectful manner.
